KIWI STEP BY STEP
TO PARTICIPATE IN THE PROJECT “HOW ART AFFECTS 
KIWIS IN RELATION TO GLOBAL CHANGE” YOU FIRST HAVE 
TO PRINT THE FOLLOWING A4 SHEET (PAGE 2 OF THIS 
.PDF FILE) EITHER COLOUR OR BLACK AND WHITE. THEN 
FOLLOW THE STEPS:

STEP 1
PLEASE FOLD THE A4 
PRINTED PAGE (PAGE 2 OF 
THIS .PDF FILE) ON HALF BY 
DASHED LINE IN THE MIDDLE 
OF THE PAGE (AT 148.5MM).

STEP 2
WHEN FOLDED THE GLUE 
ONE OR BOTH SIDES AT THE 
BACK. THEN STICK THEM 
FIRMLY TOGETHER TO FORM 
A DOUBLE SIDED PRINT OUT.

STEP 3
THEN CROP THE POSTCARD 
TO THE SIZE 10CM X 15CM 
USING (BLACK) CROP MARKS 
(LINES THAT DEFINE THE 
EDGE OF THE POSTCARD).

STEP 4
NOW YOU ARE READY TO 
EXPRESS YOUR THOUGHTS, 
IDEAS AND CONCEPTS 
ABOUT KIWIS ON THE WHITE 
SIDE OF THE POSTCARD. 
WHAT KIWI MEANS TO YOU 
AND HOW YOU INTERPRET IT 
IS ENTIRELY UP TO YOU. YOU 
ARE MORE THAN WELCOME 
TO PARTICIPATE WITH MORE 
THAN ONE POSTCARD. 

STEP 5
WHEN DONE, PLEASE 
ATTACH APPROPRIATE 
STAMP AND SEND OR BRING
